IUS Children’s Center celebrates
National Week of the Young Child

The IUS Children’s Center asks the IUS community to come together for children during the
Week of the Young Child, April 13 to 19.

As part of the Week of the Young Child, celebrated across the country, the IUS Children’s
Center is honoring young children and all those who make a difference in children’s lives.

“All young children need and deserve high-quality early learning experiences that will
prepare them for life, and the IUS Children’s Center has a great opportunity to do our part to
help young children,” Wanda Gregory, coordinator of the Children’s Center, said.

“Week of the Young Child is time to recognize the importance of early learning for all young
children, and to bring the IUS community together to help give all young children a great start,”
she said.

The Children’s Center will host a week of events: All week, the IUS Children’s Center will
have a book drive for a local charity. On Thursday, April 10, a Brown Bag lunch presentation
about Women and Children in Advertising, by Sara Hare, assistant professor of sociology, will
be held in the Adult Student Center. Tuesday, April 15, a child health and safety check where
IUS parents can get child’s shot records reviewed, get information about the seat belt/car seat
laws, information about First Steps Programs, information about the New Albany/ Floyd County
Library’s summer program and summer health and safety tips from the Education Department
from Floyd county Memorial Hospital. On Thursday, April 17, the children in attendance at the
IUS Children’s Center will be “mock grandchildren” to several residents of Robert E. Lee Retire-
ment Home. Both children and seniors will interact, read to/with each other and share a light
breakfast. Concluding the weeks events will be Bubble into Spring, held Saturday, April 19 at the
Children’s Center. Those IUS parents with children ages 3 (potty trained) to 10 years of age are
encourage to bring your child and let me “prepare” for Spring.

Week of the Young Child, sponsored by the National Association for the Education of Young
Children is an opportunity for early childhood programs across the country, including child care
and Head Start programs, preschools and elementary schools, to hold activities to bring aware-
ness to the needs of young children.

Young children and their families depend on high-quality education and care, which help chil-
dren get a great start and bring lasting benefits to Southern Indiana. Week of the Young Child is
a time to recognize the importance of early learning and early literacy, and to celebrate the
teachers and policies that bring early childhood education to young children.

The Children’s Center has 15 early childhood professionals working together to improve pro-
fessional practice and working conditions in early childhood education, and to build public sup-
port for high-quality early childhood education programs.

The Center is an affiliate of NAEYC, the largest organization of early childhood educators
and others dedicated to improving the quality of early education programs for children birth
through age 8. Founded in 1926, NAEYC has nearly 100,000 members and a national network
of more than 300 local, state and regional affiliates.
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
