Philosophy professor teaches,
runs own Louisville bookstore

Timothy Fout, adjunct
professor of philosophy, is a
busy individual.

Besides teaching at IU
Southeast, he also teaches at
the University of Louisville
and Bellarmine College.
Running an independent
bookstore in Louisville is
another profession he is
involved in.

“IUS is different in size
from the U of L or Bel-
larmine,” Fout said.

“IU Southeast is a much
cleaner campus and class
sizes are smaller, which gives
me the opportunity to know
the students.”

Bellarmine is actually
smaller than IU Southeast,
but Fout said there is more
diversity here than at Bel-
larmine.

“I'love learning and going
to school and I've probably
spent 47 out of my 50 years
either as a student or
teacher,” Fout said.

Fout also praised the staff
here at IU Southeast.

“If you have a problem,
the staff is right on it,” Fout
said.

Fout grew up in Shel-
byville, Ind. He graduated
high school from the Latin
School of Indianapolis in
1970.

Fout recanted one of the
jobs he held before he started
teaching.

In 1977 he worked as a
cook at Santa Claus Land,

which is now known as Hol-
iday World.

“I remember the individ-
ual who played Santa Claus
there,” Fout said.

“He would come into the
kitchen every day after work
and take home left-over giz-
zards and livers to his dog.”

Fout went on to under-
graduate school at St. Mein-
rad, a Catholic university in
Indiana, and IUPUI in Indi-
anapolis.

He graduated from St.
Meinrad in 1975 with a bach-
elor’s degree in philosophy.

“I loved the tranquility of
St. Meinrad,” Fout said.

At St. Meinrad, he met Gill
Ring, a philosophy professor
who stands as one of his

favorite teachers.

Fout received his master’s
degree in philosophy from
the University of Louisville
in 1980.

He remembers his first
teaching job, which was at
the University of Louisville.

“l was teaching logic to a
group of students about the
same age I was,” Fout said.

“I had a bit of stage
fright.”

“It took me about the
whole semester to overcome
it,” Fout said.

Fout and his wife, Judy,
used to do a lot of camping
out west with their two chil-
dren.

They made good use of a
pop-up camper while vaca-

tioning in Colorado, New
Mexico, Texas and other
states.

“We sold the camper
when the kids went off to
college,” Fout said.

“Maybe we’ll get another
one when we get grandchil-
dren.”

Fout’s son, Justin, 24, is a
graduate of Magdalen Col-
lege in Warner, N.H.

His daughter, Sarah, 21, is
a senior at Ave Maria Univer-
sity in Naples, Fla.

Fout and his wife own and
operate A Reader’s Corner
Bookstore in  Louisville
which opened on Dec. 1,
1997.

“The bookstore was my
idea, perhaps in a moment of

insanity,” Fout said.

“l still believe reading
books is the best way to
retain knowledge.”

Fout admits his wife had
some doubts about running
a bookstore, but now she is
there more than he is.

“When Judy is not at the
bookstore when I'm running
it, customers ask me where
she’s at,” Fout said.

“She can relate better to
customers than I can.”

About 90 percent of the
books sold at the Fouts’
bookstore are used.

A Reader’s Corner Book-
store carries books on histo-
ry, psychology, fiction, chil-
dren's books, religion and
other subjects of interest.

The bookstore is sustained
through loyal customers. It is
very reader friendly with a
separate room for coffee and
soft drinks.

There is even a connection
for wireless computers there.

“I really recommend the
Kizito cookies we sell there,”
Fout said.

“They are made by a
woman from Uganda who
has her own store in
Louisville. Her cookies are a
favorite of our customers.”

Fout said some of his
favorite authors are Graham
Greene, Flannery O’Connor,
Richard Taylor and Wendell
Berry.

A Reader’s Corner Book-
store is located at 138 Breck-
enridge Lane in Louisville.

Monday through Friday,
the store is open from 10 a.m.
until 8 p.m., and Saturdays
from 10 a.m. until 6 p.m.
