During Advising Week,
Oct. 8-11, academic advisers
used unconventional meth-
ods to convey the impor-
tance of students seeing an
adviser before registering for
classes. They rode a golf cart
around campus and also set
up mobile advising stations
in an effort to create an
awareness of advising serv-
ices available to students. 

“I think it helped build
relationships with students,”
Hannah Wallace, academic
adviser, said. “We’re really
pleased with the results.”

Wallace said the idea for
Advising Week came from a
session at a National Aca-
demic Advising Association
meeting in Indianapolis last
October. 

“That’s where we got the
theme,” Wallace said.

Wallace said it’s especially
important for freshmen to
see an adviser in order to
plan ahead and ensure they
are taking the proper prereq-
uisite courses.

“We want to be sure they
get advised before their reg-
istration,” Wallace said.
“Some freshman are even
under the misperception
they’re in a class the entire
year.”

Wallace said she takes a
developmental approach to
advising that encompasses
more than simply scheduling
courses. 

Other issues such as bal-
ancing work and classes are
addressed during advising

sessions, which last about 30
minutes.

“First off, I want to know
how classes are going,” Wal-
lace said. “We usually talk
about their major.”

Wallace said students
often want advice as to
whether they should drop a
class or not. 

“Sometimes a student or
instructor don’t mix,” she
said. 

She said she encourages
students not to make quick
decisions because dropping a
class may affect scholarships
or financial aid. 

Wallace also said students
often wait to schedule their
advising appointments and
this creates a jam around 

registration time.
This semester, three new

professional advisers were
added to the schools of Natu-
ral Sciences, Arts and Letters
and Social Sciences. 

In Social Sciences the new
adviser is Dana Creamer,
who has been in the position
since the beginning of Sep-
tember.

Creamer said she also par-
ticipated in Advising Week
which included “Are you
smarter than your adviser?”
a trivia game which took
place in The Commons. 

“I was actually pleasantly
surprised at how much infor-
mation they did know,”
Creamer said.  “It was nice to
see a collaboration of 

advisers from different parts
of campus.”

Creamer said her job has
been challenging because
there was no precedent at IU
Southeast for professional
advisers within a school.

“One of the first things I
did was have a meeting with
each discipline to explain my
role here,” Creamer said.
“The faculty has been very
supportive of this new posi-
tion.”

Creamer said her role is to
help students’ transition
between the Academic Suc-
cess Center and their faculty
advisers. She said she will
look up a student’s registra-
tion appointment when they
meet with her so they are
prepared when it’s time to
enroll. 

“Sometimes students can’t
get classes they need because
of timeliness,” she said.

Creamer said it was
important for students to
meet with advisers not only
to plan out their schedules or
to drop a class, but also to
check for any holds on their
record which might delay
class registration. 

She also said she enjoys
meeting with students and
seeing how they are pro-
gressing.

“Advising isn’t always
about picking out classes, but
making sure they’re success-
ful here,” she said. 

Creamer said one part of
Advising Week she liked was
making students aware of
the availability of profession-
al advisers in the three
schools.
“We’re here to work for the

students,” she said.
