• Solve linear, quadratic, radical, exponential, logarithmic, polynomial and 

rational equations and inequalities 
• Use algebra to solve real life applications from business and economics, 

life and social sciences. 
• Model data using linear, quadratic, power, exponential, logarithmic, 

logistic, cubic, and quartic functions. 
• Use graphing calculator technology to solve problems and model data. 

 
PREREQUISITE:       M117 Intermediate Algebra or placement by exam.   
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GRADING:                 You will be graded on exams, class-work/homework, quizzes,  
   and a final.  Exams are worth 50% of your grade, quizzes are  
   worth 7% of your grade, homework/class-work is worth 18 % of  
   your grade, and the final is worth 25% of your grade.  One half of  
   your final exam grade may be used to replace your lowest test  
   grade (you can raise a test by as much as 20 points) if  you do 
    not miss an exam and do not miss more than 2 classes.
