What’s in a Name?

One of the fun things about owning a thoroughbred is coming up with a good name.  Usually the owner takes a combination of the sire (the dad) and the dam (the mom) and creates a name out of those.  For example, Kentucky Derby winner Thunder Gulch’s (sire) father was named Gulch while his (dam) mother was named Line of Thunder.  So out of that the owner decided on Thunder Gulch.
Jockey Club Rules in Naming the Foal:

· Cannot have more than 18 letters or numbers

· No initials

· Cannot end in a horse related term

· Cannot consist entirely of numbers

· Cannot be names of people unless granted permission

· Cannot be a name having commercial significance.

Rider’s Up

Teacher/Chaperone directs the students. 

- 
Gallop the way a horse would during a race.

· Pretend that you are a jockey in a horse race and remain in this position for 2 minutes. (That’s the average time of a race!)

Attention Chaperone – Point out Silks of the Derby because children will design their own silks after the field trip.





Attention Chaperones – Point out the phones at the Triple Crown horse display for students to use.











Attention Chaperone – Be sure that students go inside the horseshoe area and watch the video or horseshoes.





Attention Chaperones – Please be sure that you have all of your students together when you enter into the movie. Have students sit on stools or floor and remain seated while watching the movie.





Attention Chaperone – Please allow students to ride on the horse simulators one at a time.  Remind them to be patient – everyone will get a turn.








Attention Chaperone – Point out how a jockey’s attire has changed over the years and discuss the changes with your group.





Attention Chaperone – Please be sure that you have all of your students before exiting the building to go to the barn.  Please be sure that all students walk calmly to the barn.  Make sure that your students’ stay off of the fence and that they keep their hands to themselves.





Attention Chaperones – Please be sure that you have all of your students together when you enter into the movie. Have students sit on stools or floor and remain seated while watching the movie.
