Upheaval in Latin America: Argentina, Cuba and Mexico

	The course is divided into three sections, each of which will focus on a different country and the upheaval it experienced in the twentieth century.  For each country the students will view a movie and read a fictional and a non-fictional account of historical import.  The students will keep a journal throughout the course based on the movies, readings and the class discussions.  The entries should be written in double-spaced, twelve-point type. Students will e-mail a copy of the week=s entry to the professor (sbower@ius.edu) by 10am each Monday.  Each entry will be graded.  The grade vale of the fifth (final) entry in each section will be multiplied by 2 (these are the only entries for which extensions will be granted).
The substance and shape of the class material will be the result of an interactive process between professor and students. During the class meetings the professor will provide a broader context to the issues the students raise.  Students should not only read the assignment but consider it thoughtfully within the context of the class discussions and connect it to a developing image of Latin America as reflected in the history of upheavals experienced in the twentieth century.  The entries should include questions, observations, speculations, as they occur to the student. The questions, observations and speculations should be based on the movies, readings and class discussions but "getting it right" is not a criteria against which the journal entries will be judged. Accuracy and validity should advance as the class progresses through a section. 
Multiple absences are not an option in this course.  Failure to attend at least twelve of the fifteen classes will constitute an automatic F and necessitate withdrawal from the course (the professor will sign a late withdrawal form, if the fourth absence occurs after the deadline for withdrawal).  If a student must be late for a class or must leave class early, the professor should be notified ahead of time, if at all possible, and a decision will be made on a case by case basis as to whether or not the extent of the absence constitutes an absence from the class as a whole.
