FYS COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course is designed to help incoming students have a successful college experience at IU Southeast. These are small classes in which there is considerable interaction among the students and professor. First-Year Seminars are regular academic courses suitable for first-year students that have an additional 1 credit hour component addressing topics of importance to new students. Students will receive the same grade for S104 and C106 provided that they have passed at least 70% of the FYS portion of the class. If you do not complete at least 70% of the FYS portion of the class, you will receive the grade earned in the class (D or F). You will also receive your earned grade in the C106 portion of the class (whatever it may be A-F).
REQUIRED TEXT and MATERIAL

On a couple of days, students will be asked to bring with them to class the most recent IUS Bulletin, the Schedule of Classes for the next semester, and other relevant documents from IUS.  We will also try to make use of the IUS student newspaper, The Horizon, each week.

PASSPORTS

Your Academic Planner and The Success Guide contain a “passport” which you are asked to have stamped at various locations across the campus. You are also to write in two functions for each office.  The purpose of the passport is for you to know more about the services at IUS and where you can access them.  Try to complete your passport within the first four or five weeks if at all possible.  I would suggest going to the places with classmates.

We will visit three of the places as a class, so you do not have to go to them yourselves.  Those three are the Writing Help Center, Career Services, and the Library. The exact dates will be determined later.  The others should be visited individually or in small groups no later than a date set in class.  Periodically throughout the term, I will record from you the number of stamps you have received.
SPECIAL FEATURES OF A FIRST-YEAR SEMINAR COURSE

1.  This class is designed to help first-year students have a successful college career.  It includes a broad range of topics and experiences designed for that purpose.

2.  Both the C106 and S104 portions of your class are a group. Students cannot withdraw from one without withdrawing from the other. However, there is a chance that you will only pass one part of the class if you do not complete most of the required work in one or both of the class portions.
3.  Every degree-seeking IUS student who is a new first-year student or a transfer student with fewer than 26 semester hours accepted by IUS (and has not taken an equivalent first-year seminar at another university) is required to pass a first-year seminar before becoming a sophomore.  Failure to do so places a person on the IUS “check-list,” and this means that a person cannot register for further classes or receive a transcript without special permission.  Do everything you can to complete this class successfully so that you do not have to take another first-year seminar and so that you do not run the risk of being put on the check-list.  If you must withdraw from the class, the last day to do so is is shown on the syllabus, and again, you must withdraw from both C106 and S104.

4.  This class features a small size to enable everyone to get to know one another fairly well and to allow for more interactive learning techniques.  All first-year seminars are taught by full-time faculty or professional staff who teaches on a regular basis.

5.  In this class you will use several computer features which are available to all IUS students including e-mail, OneStart, OnCourse,  Insite, and various other features of the IUS computer system.

6.  This class will include a library segment to help you become more familiar with the resources available to you and with their use.

7.  You will be required to visit several offices at IUS to learn about the services that are available to you.  Each office you visit will stamp or sign your “Passport,” and you are to write in two functions of that office.  You may want to go with classmates.

8.  Each student will attend and report via the Oncourse discussion forum on three campus extracurricular activities--one social, one cultural, and one intellectual.

9.  The seminar includes a class social event.  All students are expected to RSVP for this event.
EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Throughout the semester you are to visit three campus events or activities.  In each case you are to write a long paragraph (1/2 to 1 page) describing and evaluating the event.  Post these in the Oncourse Discussion Forum. Participation in these events can be completed in any order. 

Cultural Event - One of the events is to be a music concert or recital, a play, or an art show opening.

Social/Student Life Event - One of the events is to be a varsity sporting event, a campus life activity, a student organization-meeting event, or a student government meeting.

Intellectual Event  - One of the events is to be speech, panel, or international event.
A student may substitute for one of these events one volunteer experience of a type new to the student. This must involve at least one hour and may be either on or off campus.  Information on volunteer opportunities may be obtained from the IUS Volunteer Center in University Center North (UN) 101.  This also requires a report to be submitted by the date of the group for which it is substituted.  
All events must be completed and posted no later than the last day of class to earn credit.
A CLASS SOCIAL EVENT
During the semester, we as a class will participate in a social event. We as a class will set the event, date and location. We can do this more than one time throughout the term.
