	
Student Stalking of Faculty:
[image: ]	Over the past several years, I have been involved in a series of studies looking at student stalking of faculty.  Stalking behaviors on college campuses have been studied and recognized for some time. However, student stalking of college faculty has remained relatively unrecognized. Morgan (2009) expanded stalking research on campuses by assessing the prevalence of student stalking of faculty. Results revealed that 32.9% of faculty had experienced at least two separate incidences of stalking behaviors that led them to feel intimidated, anxious, or fearful. As can be seen in the figure, student stalking of faculty can result in changes in how faculty members interact with students and how they teach.  As a result of my research, I will be focusing on creating faculty development programs to inform and assist faculty in recognizing and dealing with potential student stalking.
Child and Adolescent Psychopathology Case Study Book:
	In 1999, I published a case study book of child and adolescent psychopathology.  With the upcoming publication of DSM 5, it is time to revise and publish the next edition of this book.  My work in this area involves creating the cases using new diagnostic criteria – based on clinical work of myself, my colleagues, and my students - – and outlining the etiological and treatment decisions for each case.
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
