Course Description: The course is a general 
overview of the challenges therapists experience 
in the psychotherapeutic process from first session to termination. Students should gain an understanding of the therapeutic skills clinicians need, understand potential issues and pitfalls, and develop a cohesive understanding of the content of therapy.

Course Objectives: By the end of this course, students should be able to:
· Analyze major ethical and legal challenges confronting therapists,
· Conduct a basic behavioral observation and interview,
· Compare and contrast major schools of therapy,
· Identify effective and ineffective therapeutic approaches, and
· Review therapeutic services in the Kentuckiana area.
Required Readings:  Please see tentative course schedule, below.  All readings are available without charge; there is no required textbook.
Course Requirements:
Essentially course requirements allow me to evaluate how well you have achieved the course objectives.  Therefore, I have outlined how each course objective will be evaluated:
1. Analyze major ethical and legal challenges confronting therapists:
a. Daily Quizzes: A four-item multiple choice or True/False quiz will be given at the beginning of each class (please see the tentative schedule). Each quiz will cover your assigned readings and material covered in class. If you are not present for the beginning of the quiz, you will not be allowed to take the quiz.  Your lowest two (2) quiz grades will be dropped for a total of 100 points.
b. Small Group Work:  Specific, written assignments will be given in class.  You may not make-up missed in-class assignments.  The total of all group work will be 50 points.

2. Conduct a basic behavioral observation and interview:
a. Written behavioral observation:  I will explain and model how to conduct a behavioral observation in class.  A sample draft may be found on our OnCourse site along with a grading rubric.  Your behavioral observation will be worth 50 points; please see the tentative course schedule for your due date.
b. Written interview: I will explain and model how to conduct an interview in class.  A sample draft may be found on our OnCourse site along with a grading rubric.  Your interview will be worth 100 points; please see the tentative course schedule for your due date.  

3. Compare and contrast major schools of therapy:
a. Daily Quizzes: A four-item multiple choice or True/False quiz will be given at the beginning of each class (please see the tentative schedule). Each quiz will cover your assigned readings and material covered in class. If you are not present for the beginning of the quiz, you will not be allowed to take the quiz.  Your lowest two (2) quiz grades will be dropped for a total of 100 points.
b. Small Group Work: Specific, written assignments will be given in class.  You may not make-up missed in-class assignments. The total of all group work will be 50 points.

4. Identify effective and ineffective therapeutic approaches:
a. Daily Quizzes: A four-item multiple choice or True/False quiz will be given at the beginning of each class (please see the tentative schedule). Each quiz will cover your assigned readings and material covered in class. If you are not present for the beginning of the quiz, you will not be allowed to take the quiz.  Your lowest two (2) quiz grades will be dropped for a total of 100 points.
b. Small Group Work: Specific, written assignments will be given in class.  You may not make-up missed in-class assignments. The total of all group work will be 50 points.

5. Review therapeutic services in the Kentuckiana area:
a. Written Class Project: As a class, students will update the Kentuckiana Mental Health Directory.  Specific assignments will be distributed in class.  Although this is a ‘group’ project, your efforts are graded based partially on the group work and partially on your individual work.  Your assignments will be worth 200 points; please see the tentative course schedule for your due date and the information/rubric sheet on our OnCourse site.  
b. Final Presentation: Students will present a detailed discussion of one (1) of their therapists included in the Kentuckiana Mental Health Directory.  A grading rubric may be found on our OnCourse site.  It is expected that all presentations will utilize either PowerPoint or Prezi; professional dress and behavior is expected.  The final presentation is worth 100 points.
